B. Typical year assessment(s): The APT was utilized for the site visited conducted on July 24, 2020, the
data indicated wetter than normal conditions. Given the wetter than normal APT result the previous five (5)
years were reviewed (July 24, 2016 to July 24, 2020) to determine past hydrologic conditions. APT search
results showed 3 of the 5 years indicated wetter than normal conditions based on NOAA’s Daily Global
Historical Climatology. In addition, stream flow data for the week of July 24, 2020 was compared to
historical data using the USGS waterwatch tool. Flow conditions for Green River, both upriver and
downriver of the site, were equal to or below the 70th percentile indicating normal flow conditions during
the time of the site visit. Based on the above information, and on-site observations, hydrologic conditions
have been determined to be “typical” for the time of year.
